decorative reeded border. The exquisite wonderfully executed Alabaster
statue above displays a beautiful ground designed base where Cupid is

embracing Psyche. The statue depicts the mythological lovers at a moment of
great emotion, a characteristic of the emerging movement of Romanticism. It

represents Cupid, in the height of love and tenderness, immediately after
awakening the lifeless Psyche with a kiss. Lovely subject matter and

wonderful attention to detail throughout.
Antonio Canova (1757 - 1822) was a renowned Italian sculptor known for his
marble sculptures and regarded as one of the greatest Neo-Classical artists.
